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The presentation will discuss the range of granularities that are encountered by the seeker in the modern information landscape, from international, national, and organisational collections at the highest level, through records in union and local catalogues, indexes and finding-aids, to the metadata statement that is the low-level building block of the Semantic Web. Specific topics will include interoperability between and within levels, and the contexts and environments appropriate to particular levels.
