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The workshop will discuss theoretical possibilities and practical examples of using online tools and services such as wikis, mashups, Google and Flickr to improve collaboration between archives, libraries, and museums, and their users. Examples will include using GoogleMaps to identify and locate cultural information services, using the semantic web to share authority files, using wikis for collaborative projects, and using Flickr to interact with users.
Tomislav Ivanjko will start the workshop with the general presentation, so that the delegates become familiar with the terms, acronyms and concepts at the beginning.

Gordon Dunsire will prepare the four examples mentioned in the description:
1. a mashup with the Scottish Collections Network and GoogleMaps;
2. the NSDL Metadata Repository with SKOS used for controlled vocabularies such as FRBR and RDA;
3. various project wikis, including IRIScotland (research repositories project), DC/RDA, and Scholarly Works Application Profile;
4. the use of Flickr by the Scottish Library and Information Council and National Library of Scotland.

The workshop leaders will try to organise contributions from people who have practical experience or Croatian examples - e.g. a public library with an online comment/feedback/blog/tagging service. If they could not find such examples or people willing to make a short presentation, then they will use a technique from previous workshops - present some possible scenarios and then discuss them with the delegates.
